Ways to Encourage Lighthouses of Prayer

1. Have the lighthouses of prayer from your congregation stand during the prayer time of your worship service and specifically pray for their ministry to their neighborhoods.

2. Call a special meeting of your lighthouses. (a short meeting after a worship service, or a full meeting at another time) Let them share questions and joys related to their experience praying for their neighbors.

3. Have your lighthouses write and submit testimonies, which you  print in your newsletter or in your worship bulletin and pass on to the Pray Lubbock office.

4. Thank your lighthouses publicly during an assembly.  Remind them, during citywide events or holiday occasions, to especially pray for their neighbors.

5. Gather together a small group of your most energetic lighthouses and spend a few evenings on your office phones (or at their homes) calling all of the lighthouses from your congregation encouraging them in their ministry.

6. Let one of your lighthouses share a testimony during a worship service and then ask others to commit to pray for their neighbors.

What Should I Do to Get Started?

· Create an emphasis on lighthouses that best suits your calendar and values.

· Sign members up to pray for their neighbors.

· Let us at the Pray Lubbock office know your lighthouses and the areas for which they are praying in order to quantify our progress in saturating this city with prayer.

· Recruit a person from your congregation who will maintain and develop this ministry within your congregation.

Make prayer personal.  As you get to know your neighbors’ names and begin to care for them, not because it’s your job as a pastor but because it is your privilege as a neighbor, you will find a new vibrancy for prayer. (Have you ever wondered if your ministry has become too professional?  I.e. “Would I pray for people and care for people if it wasn’t my profession?”  By becoming a lighthouse of prayer, you’ll answer that question.)

Qualify yourself to preach about, recruit, train and encourage your lighthouses.  You’ll know what your congregation is going through if you are a lighthouse yourself.  If you are not doing it, how can you expect members of your congregation to do it?  If you do not value this prayer effort to saturate our city with prayer, neither will your congregation
